HOLD HARMLESS CLAUSE

provided, or duty performed, by any party, as required by statute, law, purchase order, or otherwise.  The permittees' obligation under this Section shall not extend to any 
liability caused by the sole negligence of the County or its employees.

The permittee, or where the permittee is a minor, (12 -18 years of age), his/her parent or guardian hereby waives the right to any claim for damages or injuries of any kind, 
accruing to the permittee arising out of or as a result of the use of this permit, except said waiver does not extend to any such claim which is caused by the sole negligence of 
the County, or its offices and employees.
